MEMORANDUM FOR ALL CAP NATIONAL BOARD MEMBERS

SUBJECT: INTERIM CHANGE LETTER - eFlight Release

1. The eFlight Release process has been beta tested by five wings for the past two months and
the feedback has been very positive. Beginning 1 October 2009, all wings can begin using the
eFlight Release process found in the Web Mission Information Reporting System (WMIRS).
Its use will not be immediately mandatory. This will allow wings to make a gradual, easy
transition to the new process. Eventually, the use of the paper CAPF 99 will be discontinued
except for the very limited circumstances outlined below. The eFlight Release process
captures the who, what, where and when for all sorties. It helps the Flight Release Officer
(FRO) by providing him/her important qualification data so he/she can use it to make a more
informed flight release decision. It is important to note that the overall responsibilities of the
FRO as listed in CAPR 60-1 have not changed.

2. In the new process there is a special way to release flights for larger missions so the
mission base staff will see just the sorties on their mission. A similar method has been
established to easily release multiple flights for activities such as flight academies.

3. eFlight Release is found on the WMIRS home page
(https://missions.cap.af.mil/wmirs/index.cfm). Instructions for use of the process are attached
and also downloadable from a link in the blue menu bar on the left-hand side of WMIRS. The
instructions should be studied before attempting to use the new process. These instructions
will be updated as often as needed to address questions that arise.

4. There are several requirements that must be met when obtaining/granting a flight release
with this new process.

a. The flight release cannot be approved any earlier than 24 hours prior to the
scheduled sortie takeoff time. The FRO will have the pilot’s latest qualification data from Ops
Quals automatically available for viewing when the flight release is made.

b. Per Air Force requirement, a short PHONE (or in person) discussion must occur
between the pilot-in-command (PI1C) and the FRO before the flight is officially released. The
FRO will review the “IM SAFE” card with the PIC at this time in addition to conducting a
detailed discussion about the mission itself just like is done now with the current paper
process. The FRO will also ensure that all the items on the FRO checklist have been
completed before he/she releases the flight.

c. Inthe event that internet access is not available, the flight release will be recorded
on a CAPF 99 and maintained until such time as the FRO can electronically record the release
in WMIRS. The new process allows any FRO in the wing to release a flight so this should
minimize the times all wing FROs are away from a computer.

d. eFlight Release is currently being beta tested with smart phones. Additional
information on the use of smart phones for eFlight Release will be distributed as soon as the
test period is over.

5. This policy letter remains in effect until CAPR 60-1 is modified to incorporate the eFlight
release process.

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This works the same as the previous list, but will limit only this mission to those FROs
selected. FROs do not have to be selected in the day-to-day list to be FROs on a
mission. If no FROs are selected for a mission, any FRO who can release flights on a
day-to-day basis will be able to release flights on that mission.

This will
bring up the FROs and contact information to assist the pilot in contacting an FRO.
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When the sortie is submitted, an E-Mail is sent to the FRO(S) alerting them that they
have a flight to review and release.
